February 3, 2005

I. CALL TO ORDER

The regular meeting of the Bicycle Advisory Committee was called to order at
approximately 6:30 p.m. in the Solano Transportation Authority’s Conference Room.

II. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

On a motion by Glen Grant and a second by Bill Schmidt, the BAC approved the agenda.

III. APPROVAL OF DECEMBER 16, 2004 BAC MINUTES

Glen Grant, J.B. Davis, and Randy Carlson made an observation that the minutes did not
accurately reflect their comments made during their discussion of Fairfield’s Linear Park 
application for MTC’s Regional Bicycle and Pedestrian Program.  Randy Carlson made a
recommendation to approve the minutes with an amendment to state that the BAC will
not support any other bicycle project before the McGary Road project.

On a motion by Mick Weninger, and a second by Bill Schmidt, the BAC approved the
recommendation.
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IV. OPPORTUNITY FOR PUBLIC COMMENT

Jim Fisk brought up a gravel issue along a stretch of Class 2 on the Dixon to Davis bike
route. Robert Guerrero stated that he would contact the county to look into it. Bill
Schmidt made an observation that sand was still covering the Crocket side of the Al
Zampa Bridge and expressed concern for bicyclist safety. Robert Guerrero volunteered
to contact Caltrans about the sand. Ray Posey announced that the Solano Bicycle Classic
might be organized again.

V. INFORMATION ITEMS

A. 2005 Bike to Work Week
Anna McLaughlin announced that SNCI is gearing up for this year’s Bike to Work 
Week. Ms. McLaughlin asked for input and recommendations from the BAC to
help make Bike to Work Week better. The following are the mains points of this
discussion:
Add Energizer Stations at Travis AFB, and biotechs in Vacaville (e.g., Genentech
and Alza).
Elementary school outreach through prizes and safety presentations with police.
High school outreach through food (e.g., donuts) and movie passes. Possibly
sponsor Xtreme bikers rather than police bicyclists.
Increase the $100 bike incentives.

B. Class I Design Guidelines Discussion
Glen Grant discussed the need to create Class I bike path criteria before the BAC
approve any further funding for Class I bike paths. The BAC raised many
complaints regarding street crossing design, path width, path maintenance, and
funding Class I paths where Class II paths would equally if not better accommodate
bike commuters (i.e, Class II’s receive better street sweeping).J.B. Davis
expressed concerns about bicycle detection and preemption at intersections. J.B
Davis asked that Glen Grant work with Robert Guerrero to discuss formalizing
these concerns into Class I guidelines.

C. MTC Regional Bicycle/Pedestrian Program
Robert Guerrero summarized what took place at the Joint BAC/PAC meeting, how
the TAC voted to recommend all the projects, and how the STA Board
recommended all the projects. Mr. Guerrero stated that the STA would like to
create a subcommittee of BAC members, PAC members, and a TAC member to
discuss the distribution of funding sources that are mandated to both bicycle and
pedestrian projects. Eva Laevastu expressed some concerns about being able to
work together on these issues without competition.

Randy Carlson followed Ms. Laevastu’s point and proposed combining the BAC 
and PAC into one committee. Mr. Carlson sited that having two different
committees is an unnecessary duplication of bureaucracy. Carlson also sited that if
Mike Segala has the wherewithal to sit on both committees, then the rest of the
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BAC can evaluate pedestrian concerns as well. Mr. Carlson believes that one
committee should discuss both competing issues together, not separately. Eva
Laevastu recalled that while the PAC was evaluating the Vallejo Station project for
pedestrian concerns, she later felt that bike issues should have been addressed.

Robert Guerrero explained the purpose for having two separated committees for
bicycle and pedestrian purposes and that there are benefits to bringing these two
committees together to discuss funding programs that support bicycle and
pedestrian projects. Mr. Guerrero also noted that the BAC's focus on bicycle
policies such as class II prioritization for funding might conflict with the PAC's
focus for funding which primarily benefits class 1 multi-use paths. Mr. Guerrero
further made the point that combining the two committees might dilute each
committee's focus, however, there are vacancies on the PAC and if the BAC so
desired to participate with the PAC members they may be appointed to that
committee as well.

Mick Weninger expressed similar concerns about the BAC not adequately
discussing pedestrian issues for bike projects. Bill Schmidt wanted to clarify that
the BAC tries to support bicycle commute projects and not pedestrian recreational
projects. J.B. Davis reminded the BAC that the Countywide Pedestrian Plan and
the PAC primarily address pedestrian commute issues just as the BAC addresses
bicycle commute issues. Morrie Barr discussed the importance of pedestrian
projects that connect to transit hubs as encouraging alternative modes of
transportation. Barr also reminded the BAC that certain funding sources can focus
on bicycle issues, pedestrian issues, or both.

The BAC agreed to discuss this item further after a joint subcommittee consisting of
the BAC and PAC members to review the pros and cons of combining both
committees. Mr. Guerrero agreed to hold a subcommittee meeting with members
from both the BAC and PAC and possibly one Technical Advisory Committee
member after the Special BAC meeting on March 3rd. J.B. Davis volunteered to sit
on the subcommittee as well as Randy Carlson.

The BAC expressed concerns about Mike Segala’s duel membership on the BAC 
and PAC. Robert Guerrero reminded the BAC that there are no policies in place to
restrict this activity, nor is it the BAC’s role to appoint or restrict membership to 
either committee, which is the STA Board’s duty.

D. BAAQMD and YSAQMD Clean Air Funding Programs
Robert Guerrero informed the BAC that if their agencies had any projects that they
would like to see apply for these funds, that they should call their public works
department. Glen Grant expressed his disappointment in the lack of projects that
apply for these funds.
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E. TDA Article 3 Process
Robert Guerrero gave an overview of the process that the BAC historically takes to
recommend projects for TDA Article 3 funding. With the creation of the PAC, the
BAC will need to work with the PAC in future cycles. J.B. Davis invited members
of the PAC to attend the BAC to provide any comments on any projects presented.

VI. ADJOURNMENT
Bill Schmidt announced that he has moved to Contra Costa County and can no longer be
a member of the BAC; however, he will continue to come to BAC meetings and voice
concerns as a member of the public. Larry Mork stated that the discussion length
estimates on the agenda should better reflect reality. On a motion by Larry Mork and a
second by Jim Fisk, the BAC adjourned at 8:16 pm.

Background:
Transportation Development Act (TDA) funding is generated by a 1/4 cent tax on retail sales
collected in California's 58 counties. The Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC)
administers this funding for each of the nine Bay Area counties with assistance from each of the
county Congestion Management Agencies (e.g. Solano Transportation Authority). Two percent
of the TDA funding generated, called TDA Article 3, is returned to each county from which it
was generated for bicycle and pedestrian projects. Although the exact amount fluctuates every
year, Solano County generally receives $235,000 annually.

The STA's Bicycle Advisory Committee (BAC) is required by MTC to review TDA Article 3
applications and make funding recommendations for bicycle related projects. The BAC
established TDA Article 3 Criteria and Guidelines, based on MTC requirements, to assist them in
recommending priority countywide bicycle projects. Their recommendations are conveyed
through a 5-year implementation plan (TDA Article 3 5-year Bicycle Plan, See Attachment D for
current plan), which is updated annually to allow bicycle project sponsors to add, delete, or
change the project status. Projects in the first year of the updated TDA Article 3 5-year Bicycle
Plan are recommended to MTC for funding

Discussion:
As requested by the BAC, the project applicants for the Transportation Development Act (TDA)
Article 3 program were invited to present their projects at the March 3, 2005 BAC meeting. The
following agencies have submitted requests for the current TDA cycle:

City of Vacaville Ulatis Creek Class 1 Bicycle Path
City of Vallejo Mare Island Bicycle Trail
Solano County Pleasants Valley Road Bridge at Pleasants Creek
Solano County Abernathy Road Bridge at Ledgwood Creek
Solano County Cordelia Road Bridge at Suisun Creek

The BAC will be requested to make a TDA Article 3 project recommendation at their April 7,
2005 meeting allowing members a month of additional project review.
