ACTION ITEMS

A. Comprehensive Transportation Plan (CTP): Land Use Element

Robert Macaulay, STA staff, presented the CTP: Land Use Element. Mr. Macaulay
explained that the Land Use Element lays out the existing and anticipated land uses in the
7 cities and Solano County. He further explained that the draft Land Use Element was
presented at the last Alt. Modes Committee and at other committees for review and
comment.

B. Solano Countywide Bicycle Plan: Draft Review

Guerrero explained the process for developing the plan, including all the work that the
Solano Bicycle Advisory Committee (BAC) committed over the last year to complete the
plan. Mr. Guerrero summarized the contents within the plan and gave an overview of the
priority bicycle projects included in the plan. On a motion by Member Segala and a
second by Member Price, the Alternative Modes Committee unanimously approved STA
staff’s recommendation to forward the Solano Countywide Bicycle Plan to the STA
Board for approval.

Background:
The Regional Transportation Plan (RTP) is the long-range transportation plan for the 9-

county Bay Area. Itis prepared every 4 years by the Metropolitan Transportation
Commission (MTC). The RTP sets out a 25-year vision for the region’s transportation
system, establishes goals and milestones for achieving that vision, and lists projects that
are designed to help meet those goals.

Senate Bill (SB) 375 is a measure designed to help implement the state’s goals for
reduction of Greenhouse Gas (GHG) emissions from cars and light trucks, and coordinate
regional land use and transportation planning. SB 375 requires the development of
Sustainable Community Strategies that act as the land use element of the RTP. The SCS
and RTP must result in projected reductions of GHG emissions to levels set by the state
and accommodate all of the projected growth in housing for the time period of the
RTP/SCS. The Bay Area SCS is being developed by the Association of Bay Area
Governments (ABAG), with input from MTC and other regional agencies.

In January 2012, MTC released updated the guidelines for the OneBayArea Grant
(OBAG) program. OBAG will combine funds for local streets and roads maintenance,
Transportation for Livable Communities (TLC), regional bicycle network and Congestion
Management Agency (CMA) Planning. Safe Routes to Schools (SR2S), formerly a part
of the OBAG fund mix, will be funded separately. The final OBAG guidelines will be
adopted in May 2012.

Discussion:

OBAG Funds, Eligible Projects and Agency Requirements. The draft OBAG program
proposes to direct $16 million to Solano County for the three year federal Cycle 2
funding. The funding amount is based upon a formula using current share of the regional
population, county allocation of housing units in the coming Regional Housing Needs
Allocation (RHNA) and actual housing production during the previous RHNA cycle. Of
the funds provided to Solano County, 50% would have to be spent in or directly
supporting Priority Development Areas (PDAS), with the remainder eligible for
expenditure anywhere in the county or cities.

The federal funds are a mix of Surface Transportation Program (STP) Congestion
Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) and Eastern Solano CMAQ (ECMAQ) funds. The
STP funds are the most flexible and have therefore historically been used for Local
Streets and Roads (LS&R) maintenance and CMA Planning, while CMAQ (including
ECMAQ) funds are limited to programs and projects that contribute to air quality
improvements and congestion relief.



Historically, CMAQ and ECMAQ fund ride-share programs, TLC and Bicycle and
Pedestrian and SR2S projects.

In addition, the OBAG will include Transportation Enhancement (TE) funds, which are
also federal funds. It is currently estimated that TE will be $2 million of the Solano
County $16 million OBAG share.

MTC initially proposed a menu of conditions for agencies to qualify for OBAG funds.
The recent revisions to the OBAG guidelines replaces that menu with two mandatory
requirements: 1) Amendment of the agency General Plan to comply with the California
Complete Streets Act of 2008 by June 30, 2013; and 2) Obtaining State Department of
Housing and Community Development (HCD) certification of the agency Housing
Element. As of this date, none of the local Solano agencies meet the Complete Streets
requirements, and all but the City of Benicia, meet the Housing Element requirement.
Attachment A provides the most recent fund information generated my MTC.

STA held a study session with members of the STA’s Technical Advisory Committee
(TAC) on February 8, 2012, to begin to identify candidate projects for OBAG funding.
TAC members agreed that candidate projects must be included in an adopted STA Plan
(typically the Bicycle, Pedestrian, Safe Routes to School, Safe Routes to Transit or
Transportation for Livable Communities plans, and possibly including the future
Alternative Fuels plan). TAC members will identify potential top-rated projects from
those plans for funding at subsequent TAC meetings.

OBAG Priority Conservation Area and Open Space Grants. MTC has proposed
establishing a $5 million pilot program for the preservation of open space and agricultural
lands in the four North Bay counties of Solano, Napa, Marin and Sonoma. Access to the
funds would be on a competitive basis rather than divided evenly between the four North
Bay Counties. The allocation of these competitive funds would be based on the
following:
e Planning
e Lane/easement acquisition
e Farm to Market capital projects (MTC has not provided a definition of Farm to
Market)
e Open space access
e Ability of projects to secure matching funds from state agencies and/or private
foundations

It is not yet clear whether the funds could only be spent for projects in or related to
designated Priority Conservation Areas.

Other Funds: OBAG Competitive Grants, TFCA, CAF, TDA-Article 3. OBAG also
provides funds, either allocated by formula or competitive, for:
e Safe Routes to Schools (formula allocation, $600,000 to STA)
e Climate Strategy, including Electric Vehicle (EV) infrastructure ($10 million,
competitive)
e PDA Planning ($15 million, focused on PDAs with high residential displacement
potential, competitive)
e Affordable TOD ($10 million, competitive)




The Bay Area Air Quality Management District (BAAQMD) annually provides STA
funds for the Transportation Funds for Clean Air (TFCA) program in western Solano
County. In 2011, BAAQMD provided STA with $280,000 of TFCA funds. The 2011
TFCA funds were used for the Solano Napa Commuter Information program and Safe
Routes to Schools projects and programs.

The Yolo Solano Air Quality Management District (YSAQMD) annually provides Clean
Air Funds (CAF) for projects in the eastern portion of Solano County. In 2011, $649,471
in CAF funds was available. The funds were used for vehicle replacement, bike racks on
buses, bike and pedestrian paths, and public outreach and marketing. The 2012 CAF
fund estimate have not been released, but recent trends are indicating that the available
funds will be less than previous years.

RE: One Bay Area Grant: OBAG Priority Projects

Background:
STA has worked with the seven cities and the County to prioritize projects over the last year and

half with the development of the Solano Bicycle and Pedestrian Transportation Plans, Safe
Routes to School Plan, Safe Routes to Transit Plan, and Transportation for Livable Communities
Plan. Public works and planning staff from each city and the county of Solano assisted in each
plans development. In addition to staff coordination, each plan was developed with public
participation assistance from the STA’s Bicycle Advisory Committee (BAC) and Pedestrian
Advisory Committee (PAC). All plans were reviewed and commented on by both Committees
before they were considered by the STA Board for approval.

Discussion:

These plans will be a starting point for the STA to consider countywide funding allocations for
bicycle, pedestrian and TLC type projects (e.g. lighting, streetscapes and traffic calming
projects). All five plans have a nexus to bicycle and pedestrian access and improvements;
however, each plan has slightly different focus areas:

1. Solano Countywide Pedestrian Transportation Plan (adopted January 11, 2012)
Focus Area: Pedestrian related general access improvements throughout the
county.

2. Solano Countywide Bicycle Transportation Plan (adopted December 14, 2012)
Focus area: Bicycle related improvements throughout the county, including
connections within each city.

3. Transportation for Livable Communities Plan (currently being updated)

Focus area: Bicycle and pedestrian access and improvements primarily within
Priority Development Areas and transit oriented type locations.

4. Solano Safe Routes to School Plan (currently being updated)

Focus area: Education, engineering, enforcement, and encouragement projects for
participating schools.

5. Solano Safe Routes to Transit Plan (adopted December 14, 2012)

Focus area: Bicycle and pedestrian access to transit facilities of regional
significance located in Vacaville, Fairfield, Suisun and Vallejo.

Each plan had a similar process of including staff and public participation in developing priority
projects. Criteria for prioritizing projects were developed by the BAC and PAC or designated
working group before identifying projects for each agency or school. The process for identifying
projects varied, but generally arrived at similar priority projects for any given agency. For
example, the City of Vallejo’s top priority is the Downtown TLC Project. This is reflected in the

Solano Bicycle and Pedestrian Transportation Plan and SR2T Plan for bicycle and pedestrian
connections to the Vallejo Transit Center. It is also identified in the Solano TLC Plan for bicycle
and pedestrian improvements within their Priority Development Area.

The Solano TLC Plan and the Solano SR2S Plan are currently being updated; the remaining
plans have been adopted recently by the STA Board. The TLC Plan anticipated to be
recommended for STA Board at their March 2012 meeting followed by the SR2S Plan in the fall
of 2012. Attachment A includes the priority projects identified in each approved plan, including
a draft list of priority projects from the Transportation for Sustainable Communities Plan
(formally Transportation for Livable Communities Plan).

Update

Background:
The Solano Transportation Authority (STA) completed a Countywide Transportation for Livable

Communities (TLC) Plan in 2004 which identified TLC type projects throughout Solano County.
At the time, the Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) was re-evaluating the regional
TLC funding program to allow a portion of the regional funding to be allocated by the
Congestion Management Agencies (i.e. STA). The STA’s Countywide TLC Plan provided a
framework for the STA and its member agencies to begin prioritizing projects for regional and
local TLC funds.

The original TLC concept in the late 1990’s and early 2000°s was to provide transportation
financial incentives for projects that improved a nexus between transportation and land use
activities. The program started to evolve in 2003 and 2004 with a shift to focus TLC funds
toward projects that supported transit facilities near higher density residential and employment
areas. The STA’s 2004 Countywide TLC Plan reflected this shift in MTC’s TLC program.

Discussion:

MTC shifted the focus of TLC funding again as part of the new One Bay Area Grant Program.
This new shift is to dedicate all TLC funding, including county discretionary TLC funds, for
eligible projects included in Priority Development Areas (PDA). STA staff is currently updating
the Countywide TLC Plan to reflect the current objectives of MTC’s TLC Program and to update
Solano County’s vision for integrating countywide transportation planning with land use
decisions. The updated TLC Plan was renamed Transportation for Sustainable Communities
(TSC) Plan and will be included as part of the Comprehensive Transportation Plan’s Alternative
Modes Element. The TSC Plan is designed to improve on the 2004 TLC Plan by expanding on
the benefits of linking transportation and land use planning, reviewing best practices and past
successes, introducing PDA’s and supportive funding programs.

To assist in the development of the TSC Plan, STA staff established a Working Group of transit,
planning and public works staff participants to provide technical assistance. The Working Group
developed a scope of work, established criteria for TSC priority projects and updated information
on prior TLC projects. In addition, the Working Group assisted in facilitating a PDA tour for the
Alternative Modes Committee in November. In addition to technical assistance, STA staff
worked directly with the Solano Bicycle Advisory Committee and Pedestrian Advisory
Committee for public input. STA staff provided regular updates to both public advisory
committees.

The draft TSC Plan is nearing completion. A major component of the plan includes the 2012
TSC Candidate Projects List. These projects are an update to the prior 2004 TLC Plan’s project
list of bicycle and pedestrian projects which directly supported transit oriented development or
smart growth areas (see Attachment A).

In additional to project delivery priority, the TSC projects were also prioritized based on six
goals detailed in the plan on pages 9 and 10. In summary, the six TSC goals are:

Goal 1. Balance Transportation System

Goal 2. Enhance Quality of Life

Goal 3. Promote Economic Development

Goal 4. Link Transportation and Land Use

Goal 5. Support Public Health and Safety

Goal 6. Conserve Environmental Resources

The top four projects based on the goals identified in the TSC are:
1) Vallejo Downtown Improvement Project Phase 2
2) Fairfield West Texas Gateway Project
3) Dixon West B. Street Project
4) Vacaville Creek Walk Extension (Ulatis Creek Bike/Pedestrian Path- McClellan Street to
Comstock Way)

STA staff is seeking input on the Draft TSC Plan before recommending it to the STA Board at
their March 14™ meeting. The Working Group is anticipated to meet regarding the draft plan
prior to the STA Technical Advisory Committee’s review on February 29". The Draft TSC Plan
will be provided to the Alternative Modes Committee under separate cover.

RE: Alternative Fuel and Infrastructure Plan Status Update

Background:
The Solano Transportation Authority Board approved the development of Solano Alternative

Fuels and Infrastructure Plan as a strategy for addressing climate change. The benefit of the
Solano Alternative Fuels and Infrastructure Plan is to provide the STA and its member agencies
a guide for discretionary clean air funding and to assist in advocating for other funding programs.
Another benefit of the Alternative Fuel and Infrastructure Plan is that it assist in guiding cities
and transit fleets in replacing their fleet vehicles. Solano County’s transit fleets are anticipating
the need to replace the majority of their buses in the next few years.

Alternative fuels can be defined as any fuel used in place of gasoline or diesel fuel. The fuels and
technologies that are either in use in Solano County or are being considered for use by the local
agencies include: biodiesel, electricity, fuel cells, hybrid electric, liquefied and compressed
natural gas (L/CNG), low sulfur (clean) diesel, propane (LPG), and methanol.

STA staff is meeting with staff from the Bay Area Air Quality Management District, Yolo
Solano Air Quality Management District and the Sacramento Air Quality Management District
to discuss the draft scope on February 29™. The meeting purpose is to receive input from each
district as it relates to other upcoming opportunities and programs that their district is involved
in. A summarized scope of work has previously been reviewed by the STA Technical Advisory
Committee (TAC) and Transit Consortium. The goal is to finalize the scope of work and kick
off the project in March with a completion date anticipated for December 2012.

As an interim measure, STA is pursuing a strategy of focusing on conversion of public fleets,
especially transit vehicles, to alternative fuels. In addition, STA is working with the Bay Area
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Quality Management District, the Yolo Solano Air Quality Management District and the
Sacramento Metropolitan Air Quality Management District regarding development of an
“alternative fuel corridor” along I-80.

Discussion:

In order to complete the draft CTP by the end of June 2012, STA staff is proposing two
more meetings of the Alternative Modes Committee.
