The STA was created in 1990 through a Joint Powers Agreement between the cities of Benicia, Dixon, Fairfield, Rio Vista, Suisun City, Vacaville, Vallejo and the County of Solano to serve as the Congestion Management Agency for Solano. As the Congestion Management Agency (CMA) for the Solano area, the STA partners with various transportation and planning agencies, such as the Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) and Caltrans District 4. 

The STA is responsible for countywide transportation planning, programming transportation funds, managing and providing transportation programs and services, delivering transportation projects, and setting transportation priorities.  The STA uses an open and inclusive public involvement process through various committees made up of local elected officials, public works directors, transit operators, and interested citizens.

Jack Batchelor, Jr. (Dixon) elected as 2012 STA Chair and Steve Hardy (Vacaville) as Vice Chair.
Approved the Solano Countywide Pedestrian Transportation Plan.
Approved Safe Routes to School Grant application for Dixon’s West B Street Undercrossing.
Approved facilitation with MTC of one-time transitional cost and budget expenses for the start-up of SolTrans.
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FEBRUARY
STA Board Members and City of Fairfield and Dixon staff traveled to Emeryville and San Jose by Amtrak train with Capitol Corridor staff to tour rail stations in anticipation of the Fairfield-Vacaville and Dixon future rail stations.
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MARCH
Approved funding request for $14.28 million of Regional Measure 2 funds from the Metropolitan Transportation Commission for the I-80/I-680/SR 12 Interchange Project for right of way acquisition.
Entered into funding agreements with the cities of Fairfield and Vacaville and Solano County for $73 million for the delivery of the next two phases of the Jepson Parkway Project
Allocated $220,000 of TFCA Program Manager funds for Solano Napa Commuter Information (SNCI) Program.
California Transportation Commission approved STA’s $24 million Proposition 1B fund swap for I-80/I-680/SR 12 Interchange to keep the next phase of the project on track.
STA Board Members traveled to Washington DC to discuss priority projects and upcoming federal grant opportunities for Solano County.
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APRIL
Celebrated with Caltrans the groundbreaking of the State Route 12 Jameson Canyon Widening Project.
Celebrated with Caltrans the groundbreaking of the I-80 Eastbound Cordelia Truck Scales Relocation Project in Fairfield.
Approved the Solano County Transportation for Sustainable Communities Plan.
Approved TDA Article 3 funding for Dixon’s West Be Street Bicycle and Pedestrian Undercrossing Projects ($125,000), STA’s Bicycle and Pedestrian Wayfinding Signage Program ($15,000) and STA OBAG local match to deliver STA priority bike/ped projects ($126,498).
Approved funding plan with MTC to help with SolTrans’ $2.4 million start-up costs.
Allocated $537,328 in Lifeline Proposition 1B funds for Fairfield and Suisun Transit for local bus replacement.
Approved $92,690 local match for Caltrans grant co-sponsorship for State Route 12 Jameson Canyon Shuttle Service.
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MAY
$2.7 million in MTC Lifeline and Caltrans JARC grant funding awarded for Solano Intercity Taxi Script Program, Solano Mobility Management Plan/Program, SolTrans, FAST, Rio Vista Delta Breeze and Vacaville CityCoach.
SolanoExpress ridership increased by 9% from last year, reaching an all-time annual ridership high of over 1 million.
Programmed $169,000 of Cycle One Eastern Solano Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality funding for Solano SR2S Program
STA’s Solano Napa Commuter Information (SNCI) program coordinated the Bike to Work Week campaign for Napa and Solano Counties with 555 participants and 16 energizer stations.
Implemented updated Safe Routes to School website that includes new school route mapping tool, a blog and direct interface with the SR2S facebook page.

Awarded $59,828 of FY 2012-13 TFCA Program manager funds to City of Benicia’s Matthew Turner Elementary Smart Growth Project.
Entered into agreement with MTC for $260,000 of FY 2012-13 RM 2 funds for SolanoExpress marketing.
Awarded $2.1 million of Fiscal Year (FY) 2012-13 State Transit Assistance Funds (STAF) SolanoExpress bus replacement ($1.2 million), and $459,343 in Regional Paratransit Project Funding primarily to STA to implement the Mobility Management Program.

State Route 12 Economic Study was released by Solano Economic Development Corporation, a study sponsored by the STA.
